Music under: Jazz band—piano, drums, base, horns

ANNOUNCER:

Cool jazz.  Sounds great, huh?  I want to make a point with this music—about your vision, and a disease called glaucoma.

Imagine your sight was like your hearing.  If you had full hearing, you’d be hearing the whole band, but with glaucoma, your sight begins to go—around the edges at first.

(The music is now only piano and drums; the base and horns have faded out.)
If left untreated, glaucoma can cause a total loss of vision.  Just like that—

(Drums fade out and only the piano is left. Then the piano fades out.)
And there is no cure for glaucoma.  But if you catch it early through a dilated eye exam and treat it, your vision can be preserved.  And if you are an African American over the age of 40, you are at higher risk.  

(Full band comes back in.)
So see your eye care professional, and get a dilated eye exam.  Save your sight. Just like that.
